Talks by crime specialists have been among the Tampa Writers Alliance’s 
most successful programs in recent years, popular with both mystery writers and 
writers in other genres. Massucci’s wife, Julie, also a Tampa police detective, has 
previously addressed the group. 

Massucci has been a member of the Tampa Police Department for 15 years 
and a detective for nearly six years and has had major experience with the Narcotics 
Bureau. He worked with the QUAD Squad for six years and with the Federal 
Narcotics Task Force for four years. Operating undercover during this 10-year 
period, he worked on several cases that involved wire taps, national distribution 
groups, and international suppliers. Since June of 2003, he has been assigned to 
the Homicide Bureau where, as he puts it, “I have gained extensive experience in 
the investigation of death!” 

Massucci holds a bachelor’s degree in communications and a master’s degree 
in history from the University of South Florida.
